How to Join the

PeopleSoft Alumni Network!

The PeopleSoft Alumni Network is an independent, non-profit association of former PeopleSoft
employees, formed to facilitate professional networking between members. This document
describes the process for joining the PeopleSoft Alumni Network

To join our group, you must meet two criteria:

You must be a former employee of PeopleSoft
You must submit a Yahoo Profile that includes your real name.

Recruiters, consultants, and PeopleSoft partners are not eligible to join, but can visit the “for
recruiters and employers” section of www.psftalumni.net to send job postings to our members.

Follow These Steps...
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The PeopleSoft Alumni Network uses three independent online tools:

Yahoo Groups serves as our membership process and online email discussion forum.
Members receive the group’s email messages and view shared files. The Yahoo Groups
forum reasonably protects member information from being seen by Internet users who
are not members of the Network.

LinkedIn is an online social networking tool. LinkedIn has a more powerful membership
search capability, and is a good source of PSFTAlum member contact information.
LinkedIn is independent from the Yahoo system, and has extensive functionality to
protect your personal information.

PSFTAIum Career Center , at www.psftalumni.net. This site is our “public face.” The
Career Center allows members to post confidential resumes, search for jobs, and set up
personal job alerts.

This document walks you through getting set up on all three.

All member services are provided for free. We make a few hundred dollars a month by charging
employers and recruiters to post jobs to the job board, which ensures quality opportunities for you
and buys beer for our events. Please support the job board by posting your job opportunities
there. All members receive a 40% discount at the Career Center.



How to Join the PeopleSoft Alumni Network

You need a Yahoo ID and password to access all the features of the PeopleSoft Alumni

Network . A Yahoo ID is free, and to get one, you need to sign up for a free Yahoo email account.
However, we recommend you use your “real” personal or work email account where you regularly
check messages when you join the group.

Your Yahoo ID can have multiple Yahoo user Profiles associated with it. Your Yahoo ID will also
serve as your default profile name . If your Yahoo ID is not your real name, you'll need to set up
a second profile with your real name.

If you already have a Yahoo ID, but it does not include your first and last name, you DO NOT
need to create a new Yahoo ID to join the PeopleSoft Alumni Network! Instead, follow these
instructions to create a new Public Profile using your real name. Yahoo ties the profile to your
Yahoo ID to simplify sign-on to the Yahoo.com Web site. Having multiple profiles enables you to
use the profile with your name on the PeopleSoft Alumni Network and to use your anonymous
profile(s) on other forums.

The PeopleSoft Alumni Network requires that you post messages using a profile which includes
your real name, so everyone can tell who the message is from. When you send an email to the
PSFTAIum group, your Yahoo Profile Name and email address is seen by members who receive
your email.

Submit a good profile name, and join the club. Submit a bad profile name, and we’ll have to deny
your application, and you'll have to start all over.

These instructions walk you through how to do all this, and also help prevent your name from
being disclosed to spammers.
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Step 1 — Get a Yahoo Account and Yahoo ID.

If you already have a working Yahoo ID that contains firsthame and lastname, skip Step 1 and
proceed to Step 2.

This step guides you in obtaining a Yahoo ID and Profile. Yahoo assigns an ID when you sign up
for a free email account, but you can use any email account to collaborate with the group.

a) Go to www.yahoo.com

b) Click Sign up or Free Mail Sign Up (This icon
is located near the top of the page under the Web
Search button.)
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c) Complete the Registration Page following
these guidelines:

Except for the | Live In and Alternate Email fields, all fields are required.

The information that you enter on the Registration Page is not used for the
PeopleSoft Alumni Network’s membership directory. Once you have been
accepted to the Network, you will be asked to create your PeopleSoft Alumni
Network directory entry in our own Yahoo Groups database, where you can
specify your contact information, employer, job titles, etc.

Yahoo ID. In order to get into the group, we require that you use
“firstname_lastname” or “firstname_lastname999”, where 999 is your favorite
number. Check availability to confirm you can use this name.

Alternate Email Address . Though not required, you should complete this field.
Enter a personal or work email address that you check regularly.

Code verification -- Enter the displayed verification code to prove you are not a
machine.

Check the Do You Agree? checkbox to agree to the terms of service.

Click Create My Account .
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d) On the Congratulations! page, click Edit Marketing Preferences

e) On the Marketing Preferences page, clear
(uncheck) all of the boxes under the Special offers

and marketing communications from Yahoo! box.
Do this to avoid spam from Yahoo. If you skip this step,
you may receive marketing email messages. Click
Save Changes at the bottom of this page, and close
this page.

f) Go to http://my.yahoo.com — without a “www” — to create a Yahoo Public Profile.

g) If you have not visited My Yahoo! before, you will
be prompted to select the content that you wish to
view when you visit in the future. Click Get It Now to
continue.

h) Under the Choose your interests banner at the
top, check the categories you wish to see when you
sign in to my.yahoo.com. Then click Save. These
choices will not affect how you access the
PeopleSoft Alumni Network.

i) When Thank you page displays, click the radio
button indicating how you'd like your content to
appear. Then click Submit . These choices will not
affect how you access the PeopleSoft Alumni
Network.

j) If the word Welcome followed by your Yahoo
ID does not appear in the upper left part of the
page, click the Sign In link and enter your ID
and password.

k) Click the My Account link (located in the
upper left part of the page, under your
YahoolD). You may be asked to sign in again for
security purposes. The Yahoo Member
Directory Page opens.

[) Under the Public Information section on the
right side of the page, click Edit/Create
Profiles . m—

m) Under the Create New Profile button, next | e
to your Yahoo ID, click Edit. When your profile

page displays, click Edit Profile Information

The information in the Yahoo Member Directory

is not used for the PeopleSoft Alumni Network’s
membership directory. Once you have been
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accepted to the Network, you will be asked to create your PeopleSoft Alumni Network
directory entry, where you can specify your contact information, employer, job titles, etc.
Use discretion in what personal data you divulge to the Yahoo Member Directory, as this
information is available to anyone with Internet access.

Real name, nickname, location, age, occupation,  etc. — we recommend
you leave these blank.

Display Email Address — click No. Do not display my email address on
this profile so it will not be viewable to the public and to avoid receiving
spam.

Adult Content — we recommend you uncheck this box.

Directory Listing — we recommend you uncheck this box.

Member Since — we recommend you uncheck this box.
n) Click Save Changes .

Now that your Yahoo ID and Profile are created, skip Step 2 _and proceed to Step 3 — Join the
PeopleSoft Alumni Network Yahoo! Group.
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Step 2 — Create a Public Profile with your real nam e under your
Yahoo ID

If your Yahoo ID already includes your real name (either in the format “firstname_lastname” or
“firstname_lastname999”, where “999” is a number of your choosing), proceed to Step 3.

If your Yahoo ID does not include your real name, b ut instead is Sally9820, or an
anonymous name like “Lovemuffins123” or “PeopleTool s_Devotee”, follow the directions
in this step to create a second Public Profile that includes your real first and last name.

These instructions include actions you can take to prevent your name from being disclosed in
Yahoo's public Internet directory and to prevent spammers from finding your email and sending
you spam.

a) Go to http://my.yahoo.com — without the “www” — to create a Yahoo Public Profile.

b) If the Welcome followed by your Yahoo ID does not appear in the upper left part of the
page, click the Sign In link and enter your ID and password.

c) Click the My Account link (located in the upper left part of the page). You may be
asked to sign in again for security purposes. The Yahoo Member Directory Page opens.

d) Under the Public Information section on the right side of the page, click Edit/Create
Profiles .

e) The Public Profiles page lists all of the profiles associated to your Yahoo ID.
f) Click Create New Public Profile .

g) Name Your Profile — use a format such as “firstname_lastname” or
“firstname_lastname999,” where 999 is your favorite number. We will reject attempts to
join the PeopleSoft Alumni Network  with a profile that is not your real name.

h) Expand Your Profile — the information in the Yahoo Member Directory is not used
for the PeopleSoft Alumni Network’s membership directory. Once you have been
accepted to the Network, you will be asked to create your PeopleSoft Alumni Network
directory entry, where you can specify your contact information, employer, job titles, etc.
Use discretion in what personal data you divulge to the Yahoo Member Directory, as this
information is available to anyone with Internet access.

* Name, nickname, location, age, occupation, etc. — we recommend you leave
these blank.

* Display Email Address — click No. Do not display my email address on this
profile so it will not be viewable to the public and to avoid receiving spam.

» Adult Content — We recommend you uncheck this box.
« Directory Listing — We recommend you uncheck this box.
» Member Since — We recommend you uncheck this box.

i) Click Create Profile.

Now proceed to Step 3 — Join the PeopleSoft Alumni Network Yahoo! Group!
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Step 3 — Join PSFTAlum on Yahoo! Groups

Now that you have a Yahoo ID and Public Profile, you're ready to join the PeopleSoft Alumni
Network on Yahoo. In this step, you go to the Yahoo Groups Web page, where you can request
to join the group, and specify how frequently you'd like to receive emails.

a) Go to http://groups.yahoo.com/group/PSFTAlum/ (without the “www.”

b) If you are not signed in to Yahoo, sign in now. Once you sign in, click the Groups link.
Then enter PSFTAIum in the search box and click Search.

¢) Click Join This Group at the top of the page.
d) Complete the Join This Group page as follows:

Yahoo! profile. THIS IS A CRITICAL STEP. If you h ave more than one
profile, select the profile that contains your real name. If you select your
“Lovemuffins123” profile here, we will deny your re quest to join the group.

Email address - select your real email address that you will check regularly.
This is the address to which group emails will be sent.

Enter a Comment to owner . THIS IS A CRITICAL STEP. Our PSFTAlum

membership team reviews this to confirm you were, i n fact, a PeopleSoft
employee. This ensures the privacy of the group. Please understand we
have 5-10 requests per week from spammers and other s from the public
requesting to join the group. Without the informat ion in this comment field,

we cannot tell whether you are a former employee or spammer. The
information you need to include is:

your real name

the year you started at PeopleSoft

your employee 1D

the chain of command to the CEO when you left

if you were referred into the group, the name of your referrer
how you found out about the group.

We will use this information to verify your eligibility. If you provide insufficient or
incomplete information, we will deny your application.

Example Comments To Owner:

"My name is Alejandro Salizar, employee #97753, joined 13 Nov 1998, mgr was
Aneel Prabhakar, VP Gene Smith, GVP Myron Stone, who reported to CEO Dave
Duffaker. Left in Jan 2000, final manager was Rick Berghoffer, who reported to
SVP Duffy McCloud who also reported to Dave. Found out about the group on
Google. Fondly remember party at 1999 User Conference in Seattle WA. Looking
forward to connecting to old friends."

Message delivery —choose the frequency with you'd like to receive emails.
Choose Individual emails if you wish to receive a separate message each time a
member posts to the PeopleSoft Alumni Network. Select Daily digest if you wish
to receive one email a day that contains all of the postings for the previous day.

Message format — select the type of email your real email account supports. If
you are unsure, select Convert to HTML.

Word verification — Enter the verification word to prove you are not a machine.

Click Join.
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Step 4 — Join the PeopleSoft Alumni Network on Link  edIin.com

In addition to our presence on Yahoo! Groups, the PeopleSoft Alumni Network maintains a group
on LinkedIn.com. LinkedIn is an online professional networking service that extends your
PeopleSoft Alumni Network.

On Yahoo! Groups, you can access the membership directory to identify other PSFTAIum
members. But you can't tell what your fellow alumni are up to, or see who you know in common.
Using LinkedIn, you can see other members’ profiles, create your own profile, and exchange your
personal network with others whom you trust.

When your membership is approved on Yahoo! Groups, you will receive an email with the subject
“How You Can Expand Your PSFTAlum Network on Linked  In.com!”

Click on that email and follow the instructions to join the PeopleSoft Alumni Network group on
Linkedin.

You will receive a message back indicating your request requires approval. Our membership
team approves these requests in their spare time, typically within a week.

If you have questions, or would like a more timely approval, send an email to
membership@psftalumni.net with “LinkedIn approval request” in the subject line and we will
process your request as soon as possible.
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Step 5 — Set Up Job Alerts on the Career Center

Your personal Job Alerts notify you by email of new jobs posted that match your
personal search preferences. Create one now, and never miss a new opportunity! Here’'s how:

1. Go to the PeopleSoft
Alumni Network Career
Center. Visit
www.psftalumni.net, then
click on “Career Center”

2. From the Career Center
main page, under Member
Services , click Personal
Job Alert .

3. Inthe Alert Name text box,
create a name for your job
alert

4. Inthe Expires field, click
the down arrow and select
when you want your job
alert to expire

5. Click either the Daily or the
Weekly radio button to
send your job matches (that
is, receive your job alerts)
on a daily or weekly basis

6. Select your desired job
function(s), industry or
industries, and location(s)

7. Click Create Job Alert .
